· Two main pillars of Medieval life, Church and Feudalism brought relative stability.

· Growth of towns due to better commerce through better agriculture and stability.

· Manor vs Towns 

· The church permeated every aspect of society.

· Monarchy would conflict with nobles as kings looked to gain more power.

· Rise of trade, Medieval Fairs (Tours) Cottage industry begins

· Corporate Rights- People have rights as a group, lead to creation of Imperial Free Cities

· Out of this kings loose control of towns and feudalism starts to weaken

· Kings would put tolls and customs on roads to earn $ off towns.

· Development of Middle Class (Merchants) Merchants didn’t fit into the Three Orders system.
· Development of leagues/guilds (Hanseatic) to protect trade.

· Initial view of money is that you only needed enough to live a livable life.
· Serfdom disappears as serfs are either freed or move into towns to become peasents. Their life doesn’t change much.
· Renewed interest in classical works preserved by Arabs and Byzantines
· Reconciling classical works with Christianity.

Feudal Kings vs Nobility

Church vs Feudal Kings

Middle Class vs Nobility

Secularism vs Religion

· Renniassance art is the humanization of the divine and intended to send a message

· New attitudes toward the world such as Humanism, Secularism, Individualism.

· Secularism is not atheism, rather a focus on the here and now.

· Overturned the ideal person in the middle ages (Monk) Pursuit of worldly pleasures equaled virtous life.

· More emphesis on human potential and greatness, emphesis on human actions.

· Nation States forming through civic Pride/Humanism.

· Education becomes ‘modern’

· France was unaffected by the Reformation due to the Concordiat of Bologna where the King could appoint church offices. No need for a Reformation.

· Spain wasn’t affected by the Reformation due to Cardinal Jimenez who stamped out clerical immorality.

· Christian Humanists wanted to reform church by looking at the original scriptures, not to sever ties with Rome.
